SIMEO

(Systematic Information Management for Educational Outcomes)

Through MAST-NH, New Hampshire trained Wraparound facilitators now have access to SIMEO, Illinois’ comprehensive data input and summarization system designed for use with tools associated with the Wraparound process.

Involvement with SIMEO has allowed New Hampshire Wraparound to begin building an evidence basis for the impact of implementing the Wraparound process with fidelity.  Our partnership with Illinois and use of SIMEO allows us to provide a genuine contribution to the national database and to be a part of the evolution of an authentic research base for Wraparound.

Currently, six NH trained Wraparound facilitators have received training in the SIMEO system and most are now engaged in data entry and on-going use of data with families.  There will be continual opportunities for training in SIMEO for wrap facilitators throughout the next year. 

Ultimately, practical uses of data (see home-school-community tool explanation) throughout the Wrap process will be an essential component of ‘Wraparound with fidelity’ as defined in New Hampshire.   The potential outcomes of this work are exciting and important to families and to the future of Wraparound. Through the application of data-driven practice we will be able to evidence progress while enhancing family engagement through collaborative problem-solving and success.
