Teacher Implements TCCE

Refer to Coordinator of Intensive Services (Tertiary Supports)





Teacher uses TCCE for 2 weeks. If child responds continue to use, monitoring progress (with goal of weaning), if child doesn’t respond refer to TT

* If an IEP or a ‘504 Accommodations Plan’ is in place, decisions must occur through the student’s IEP or ‘504’ team process











If a likely ‘function’ cannot be determined, complete Intermediate FBA (gather more precise data)





If Student is a Non-Responder to T-Group or to Individual BSP, Try  Different Function-Based Support and/ or Refer to Tertiary Supports System





Targeted Team screens collected material and does a quick FBA











If a likely ‘function’ is determined, assign to appropriate Targeted Group Intervention (if available)











If no appropriate targeted group intervention is available, create and implement an Individualized Function-based Behavior Support Plan





If function cannot be determined after comprehensive FBA, refer to Tertiary Support System
