	1. Targeted Team has completed the Targeted Team Self-Assessment Part 1: Readiness and developed an action plan for items that are partially or not in place.
	
	

	
	2. Targeted Team has adopted a first response intervention (such as Social Contracting) for students who do not respond to program or school-wide supports.  This intervention:

a. Is efficiently activated (following parent approval).

b. Is delivered as a general classroom intervention (no direct student support provided outside of classroom is needed).

c. Provides increase in frequency of behavioral feedback related to school-wide behavioral expectations delivered on a scheduled basis.

d. Provides increase in adult attention throughout the school day (specifically through feedback for positive behavior).

e. Provides data to demonstrate progress or for use to inform future planning
