Have table setters place the mats reading each name – “I know where he/she sits.”

Have table setters not find one – Where will he sit?  What could we do – use a guest one.

Appoint person to assist a guest to where the mat goes.

Purpose of the Lesson/Why It’s Important:

It is important to be gentle with our hands so that we do not hurt other people, animals or our things.

Teaching Examples:

Teacher touches a child’s lower arm and says, “How are you, John?”

Teacher flings her arm and hits the wall.  She asks, “Was my hand gentle?”

Teacher asks Mary, “May I hold your hand?”  If Mary says, “yes”, teacher holds her hand gently.


Child Activities/Role Plays:

Ask children to name the things I did that were safe/using gentle hands.  What did I do that wasn’t safe?

Have the child demonstrate a gentle touch on another’s lower arm.

Have another ask to hold a friend’s hand gently.

Follow-Up/Reinforcement Activities:

Ask children to stand and hold hands gently forming a circle.  Ask them to go around in the circle using their gentle hands.  Praise them for being gentle with their hands in the circle game.
